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Barnabas 13

Sanctify the sabbath of the Lord with pure hands and with a clean 
heart. Even in the beginning of creation He makes mention of the 
sabbath. And God made in six days the works of his hands and He 
finished them on the seventh day. And He rested on the seventh day 
and sanctified it. Consider my children what that signifies: He 
finished them in six days.

The meaning of it is this: that in six thousand years the Lord God will 
bring all things to an end. For with Him one day is as a thousand 
years as He himself testifieth, saying in six days, that is in six 
thousand years, shall all things be accomplished. And what is it that 
He sayeth: “and He rested the seventh day” He meaneth this, that 
when His Son shall come and abolish the season of the wicked one and 
judge the ungodly then shall He gloriously rest in that seventh day.

One Day is as a Thousand Years

Revelation 20

1 And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the 
bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand.

2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, 
and Satan, and bound him a thousand years,

3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal 
upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand 
years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little 
season.
